DELETE the word: “Wednesday...”

REPLACE with the word “Tuesday...”
Item 2)

Page 14, Part V (block plan of proposed buildings), 


ADD the following note directly under the words “Area of new building and site work.”


“Note: Infrastructure work will be required beyond these limits.”

Item 3)
Page 18, Section 2.3 (CM/GC Contract Section 2.3),


DELETE: entire section


REPLACE WITH:

“2.3
The Contract; Order of Precedence. This Contract, together with the other Contract Documents form the entire agreement between the parties.  Except as may be expressly provided herein, the Order of Precedence of the Contract Documents shall be as follows if there are inconsistent or conflicting terms among the Contract Documents:

Contract Amendments and Change Orders, with those of later date having precedence over those of an earlier date;

(b)
Supplemental General Conditions of RFP 09-02 CM/GC, referenced as Part VIII.

Final Plans and Specifications approved by Owner, including addenda thereto, with later addenda having precedence over earlier addenda.

RFP 09-02 CM/GC, as modified, upon final acceptance by the selected CM/GC firm including the following parts taken as a whole and any addenda thereto:

Item 4)

Page 60, Section 2 (Part VIII, Supplementary Conditions, Part E, Section 2)

DELETE as previously modified and REPLACE with the following new language addressing Commercial General Liability insurance:

“2)
Commercial General Liability



a)
Commercial General Liability Insurance: CM/GC shall carry General Liability, and Umbrella or Excess Liability insurance covering all operations for itself, and by or on behalf of Subcontractors, providing insurance for bodily injury liability and property damage liability for the limits of liability indicated below and including coverage for:




(1)
Premises and operation and mobile equipment;




(2)
Products and completed operations;




(3)
Contractual liability insuring the obligations assumed by Subcontractor in 




this Agreement;




(4)
Broad form property damage (including completed operations);




(5)
Explosion, collapse and underground hazards; and




(6)
Personal injury liability.

Except with respect to bodily injury and property damage included within the products and completed operations hazards, the aggregate limit, where applicable, shall apply separately to Subcontractor’s work under this Agreement.



b)
Minimum Coverage Limits: For CM/GC’s Commercial General Liability policy, the limits of liability shall not be less than combined single limit for bodily injury, property damage and personal injury liability of $5,000,000 combined single limit per occurrence with aggregate of $6,000,000.  CM/GC shall name the Owner as additional insured under the Commercial General Liability insurance policy to include products and completed operations coverage.  The policy shall stipulate that the insurance afforded the additional insured shall apply as primary insurance and that any other insurance carried by Owner will be excess only and will not contribute with this insurance.

CM/GC shall require Subcontractors to carry Commercial General Liability coverage on an Occurrence basis.  The limits of liability shall not be less than:


$1,000,000 each occurrence (combined single limit for bodily injury and property damage)


$1,000,000 for personal injury liability


$2,000,000 aggregate for products-completed operations


$2,000,000 general aggregate


$2,000,000 umbrella or excess liability

CM/GC, his officers, directors and employees, and Owner shall be named as additional insureds under the Occurrence Form Commercial General Liability policy to include products and completed operations coverage of the Subcontractor.  The policy shall stipulate that the insurance afforded the additional insureds shall apply as primary insurance and that any other insurance carried by CM/GC, his officers, directors and employees, or Owner will be excess only and will not contribute with this insurance.



c)
Special Claims Made Policy Form Provisions:  Owner will not accept from CM/GC, for CM/GC or Subcontractor, general liability insurance under any Claims Made Commercial General Liability form.



d)
Automobile Liability Insurance:  CM/GC and Subcontractor shall carry automobile liability insurance, including coverage for all owned, hired and non-owned automobiles.  The limits of liability shall be not less that $5,000,000 for the CM/GC and $1,000,000 for the Subcontractor combined single limit each accident for bodily injury and property damage. If CM/GC or Subcontractor’s general liability insurance is provided by a Commercial General Liability policy, the CM/GC and Subcontractor’s automobile liability insurance policy shall include coverage for automobile contractual liability.



e)
Certificates of Insurance:  As evidence of the insurance required by this Agreement, certificate shall be furnished by Subcontractor to CM/GC before any work is commenced by Subcontractor and by CM/GC to Owner before any work hereunder is commenced by CM/GC.  The certificates of insurance shall provide that there will be no cancellation or deduction of coverage without thirty (30) days prior written notice to CM/GC or Owner respectively.



f)
Property Insurance:  CM/GC waives all rights against Owner for loss or damage to the extent reimbursed by builder’s risk or any other property or equipment insurance applicable to the work, except such rights as they may have to the proceeds of such insurance.  If the policies of insurance referred to in this Section require an endorsement or consent of the insurance company to provide for continued coverage where there is a waiver of subrogation, the owners of such policies will cause them to be so endorsed or obtain such consent.



g)
Fire Legal Liability: A fire legal liability endorsement to general liability coverage in the amount of $500,000 per occurrence shall be included.



h)
Course of Construction: Owner will provide course of construction (Builder’s Risk) insurance for the total cost of construction per phase.”

Page 69, add new Paragraph 3),

ADD new paragraph entitled “Paragraph 3)” (directly above the beginning of Paragraph 4):

“3)
Note on CM/GC Qualifications

‘Design Build’ project delivery methodology is not a substitute for ‘CM/GC project delivery’ and will not be considered as a substitute for ‘CM/GC experience.’”

Page 84, sub-paragraph h), line 1, word 11,


DELETE: the word “construction”


REPLACE with the word: “constructability”
Item 7)

Page 86, Paragraph o), 5), ii)


ADD the following sentence as a new sub-paragraph “iii)” under Paragraph o), 5,), ii):
“iii)
Briefly comment on any experience your firm may have with applications for funding from the Oregon Energy Trust and from Business and Tax Credits.”

Item 8)

Page 92, Paragraph 1), Sub-paragraph b)

ADD the following sentence to the end of the paragraph:

“The amount of the Surety Letter of Intent should be based on the figure $11,932,500.  The actual bonding will be based upon the GMP (Guaranteed Maximum Price).”

Item 9)

Page 95, Paragraph 2), and all other locations in the subject RFP Document where the dollar value “$12,224,000” occurs,

DELETE the dollar value: “$12,224,000”

REPLACE with the dollar value; “$11,932,500”
Item 10)

Page 95, Chart at bottom of page (second chart on page),

ADD the following note to the bottom of page 95 (just under the chart):
“Note: the Oregon University System, standard CM/GC contract, Appendix D is hereby incorporated into the General Conditions applicable to this project.  Use that Appendix to formulate answers to the chart directly above.  Appendix D can be found at the following web site:

Item 13)

The following questions were asked at the Pre-Proposal Meeting.  Answers are shown following each question.

1.
Will the College be evaluating the proposers on LEED experience?  Is there a specific goal for this project?

There are no requirements for energy conservation with the exception of state mandated requirements.

Ms. Shiner (Architect) noted that the College will be looking at potentially working with the Oregon Energy Trust to receive some funding or grants to utilize sustainable resources such as wind, solar and geo-thermal.  There was also a possibility that the College could use tax credits for reducing the cost of construction.  

Mr. Rain said while the proposer could include some eco-friendly construction ideas with their submission, it would not be made part of the scoring, except as shown on Page 86, Sub-Paragraph o), 5), ii).

2.
Is there a page limit for the proposal?


No, there is no page limit.

3.
Will all the proposers receive schematic designs?

Ms. Shiner said that she felt drawings would only go to the list of finalists.  This would minimize the amount of information being sent by the architect to plan holders.  However, she felt it was important for the proposers to see the design work being done so that they could provide more construction methods, better ideas for materials, and ways to incorporate CM/GC ideas earlier into the planning process.  Note: The drawings shown by the Architect at the Pre-Proposal meeting are posted on the project web site at this time (www.rainassoc.com).

4.
Will there be a list of the plan holders on Mr. Rain’s website?

Yes.  The list is posted on the project web site at this time (www.rainassoc.com).

5.
Several attendees asked for clarification on Page 95 “General Conditions” on the cost chart.  They thought just having a lump sum figure from each contractor would not allow the reviewers to “compare apples to apples” and it was suggested that an itemized list be used instead, thereby allowing a better comparison.  There is a matrix listed in OUS called “Exhibit B” that all the proposers would like to use.

Mr. Rain will review the matrix and see if it is appropriate.

Comment from Pre-Proposal meeting (by Lloyd Rain)


WRITE on front cover of RFP:


“It is in everyone’s best interest to look at the project website (www.rainassoc.com) on a daily basis when working on a project this large as changes can occur at any time.  You might wish to check it two or three times a day.”
